4. Ron Grenier, Newcastle Town Administrator: Overview FY 12 Appropriation Requests

5. Presentations by NFP Representatives
CLC YMCA – Exec Dir Craig Wilson
Requesting $3,000 used for scholarships for community members in need toward a Y membership. Last year $4,200 in scholarships disbursed to Newcastle residents. Currently over 80 community teens attending the Y after school; many participating in the Leadership/Counselor in Training Program. YMCA also collaborates with community non-profits for use of the Y facilities.  


Coastal Kids  - Katie Retland

Requesting $1,000 for the general operating expenses.  Currently has 15 Newcastle students enrolled in Coastal Kids.  



Coastal Trans - Liz Shue 
We provide non-emergency transportation; requesting $895 this year.  Request is based on formula of 2000 Census @ .50 per resident.  




Eldercare Network – Sandy Guiboard, CFO Eldercare Network
We have seven residential homes in Lincoln County, 95% of residents receive MaineCare.  Requesting same amount as last year - $1,000



Healthy Kids – Leslie Livingston
Requesting $1,700, increase of $500 from last year.  Family Resource Center serving Lincoln County and Midcoast area.  Provide voluntary home visitations for families needing guidance, information center, networking for families / single parents on building a healthy family community. 
Kno-Wal-Lin  Leann Sebrie, RN
Requesting $1,890 (same as last year).  We deliver home health care following acute hospitalization, palliative care, hospice, pediatric care, physical therapy, occupational therapy and Medical Social Workers.  385 visits to Newcastle population in last fiscal year.




LCTV  - Mary Ellen Crowley
Manages public access tv channel for Lincoln County (10 towns).  Past several years have requested ½ of franchise fees.  Requesting $4,480 from town of Newcastle this year (formula is based on town populations and cable subscribers).  Grenier advised that LCTV’s request is $1,351 less than 50% of franchise fee (previous formula).  



Midcoast Community Action – Jessica Tysen
Requesting $1,400 from Newcastle.  Services provided to Newcastle over past year are approx. $22,000.  Head Start is one of the largest service dollars of that expense.  Clearinghouse of daycare for 4 counties in coastal Maine.  Serves WIC program - have seen an increased need for their service.  


New Hope for Women – Emily Klein
Requesting $830 (same as last year).  Worked with 1,047 individuals and approx. 6,000 students over past fiscal year.  7 Newcastle individuals (32 man hours) were serviced in the past year.  Majority of services is crisis intervention.
Pen Bay Medical Center – Martha Marshott
We provide psychiatric and medication monitoring services in Knox, Waldo & Lincoln Counties - serving 1,978 individuals those 3 counties.  9 Newcastle residents were served by the program in the past year (6 adults and 3 children).  Requesting $1,748 – same as last year.    
Spectrum Generations – Arthur Dexter 
 We provide “Meals on Wheels” program, Program name was changed to open services to people of all age spectrums.  Requesting $1,756 (same as last year).  
Skidompha Library – Pam Gormley, Exec Director
Serve 1,200 Newcastle residents.  Requesting $16,641.  Ready to Read program initiated for 4-5 year-olds.  Have a thriving teen program – serving an average of 20-30 teens per day.      
Youth Promise – Mary Trescott (absent).  

Grenier requested finance committee and the BOS to still consider the request from Youth Promise in Mary’s absence.  Grenier will contact Trescot to reschedule her attendance at the next budget meeting on April 18th. 

Grenier announced the next joint budget meeting will be on Monday, 4/11/11 at 7pm at the town office. Finance Committee will meet 4/27 to make their budget recommendations of appropriations for non-profit requests. The Board of Selectman will review and make their recommendations on May 2nd in preparation for Town Meeting in June. Grenier advised that any approved appropriations will be disbursed in the town warrant in December.
