4.3 Recommending MDOT Road Priorities

Grenier briefly explained why he had recommended certain road projects. Selectmen McFarland wanted to ensure that because these recommendations were for the Fiscal Year 12 period that it would not let MDOT off the hook from still trying to repair the sink hole conditions on Bus Rte 1 and Pump Street and the adjacent area. Grenier said that MDOT is still obligated to come back in the Spring to continue doing maintenance in this area to prevent the sink holes from getting any worse. No vote was needed as the Board agreed on the road recommendations.

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5. Discussion:




5.1 AOS 93 FY 2011 Budget Time Lines
Grenier told the Board he’d received a copy of the School Superintendent’s timetable for developing the FY 2011 school budget. Grenier initially suggested that the school budget hearing with the Board of Selectmen could be April 26th. Ellen Dickens pointed out that the budget would be already voted and approved by the school board by then. Grenier told the Board he would contact the Superintendent again to get a more meaningful meeting date.   




5.2 FY 2011 Operations Budget Request



Grenier began the budget discussion by advising the Board that he 



was not presenting any numbers on items pertaining to roads 



including capital road projects and debt service. He told the Board 



he preferred to address these altogether at another meeting once the 


status and cost of the Lynch Road design and paving project have 



been revealed. Grenier also reminded the selectmen and finance 



committee members in attendance that tonight’s purpose was to 



ask questions or clarifications but not for making final decisions. 



Grenier then proceeded to address various questions posed to him 



as the review proceeded page by page. Following this review the 



Board thanked the three members of the finance committee for 



their attendance and reminded them of the next two budget related 



meetings.   






5.3 Proposed Cable Franchise Contract



Grenier spoke to the proposed cable franchise contract by using a 



summary document that high lighted the contract’s key provisions 



and what the language meant. He also pointed out that a lot of 



reliance was placed on using the MMA model cable franchise 



contract which was recommended be used by cities and towns. 



Grenier indicated the summary will also be used as talking points 



when both Damariscotta and Newcastle meet on March 17th to 



jointly discuss this subject. 




5.4 Proposed Job Description for Superintendent of Roads, 




      Facilities & Grounds for Twin Villages
Grenier briefly summarized the role of this proposed position. He indicated that the board would be receiving additional materials before its joint meeting with the Damariscotta Board of Selectmen on the overall proposal of a joint public works department. Ellen Dickens asked if Grenier could develop a list of areas in the budget where he anticipated cost reductions as a result of a joint DPW operation between the two towns.
