This year will mark the second year since each “Twin Village” passed a joint Harbor Ordinance authorizing the assessment of a mooring fee on an annual basis by the Board of Selectmen with input from the Harbor Committee. According to the Towns of Damariscotta and Newcastle Harbormaster records you have a registered resident mooring on the Damariscotta River.  You are required under the ordinance to register annually.  Enclosed is a registration form for your convenience.  The mooring fees for both resident and non-resident pleasure and non-commercial moorings have not changed from last year.  The annual mooring fee schedule is as follows:

RESIDENT:  Pleasure or Commercial = $20.00
Note: Residents of Nobleboro will be considered residents for the purposes of mooring registration only.

NON-RESIDENT:  Pleasure or Commercial = $30.00

In addition, you are required to have your mooring inspected.  Attached is a Mooring Inspection Report form which you are required to complete accordingly.  This form lists the inspection requirements as stated in the harbor ordinance.  Please note that we will not be able to register your mooring this year without the attached documentation that supports your mooring has passed inspection.  


Please take both your mooring application and inspection forms to Paul Bryant, Harbormaster, for his sign-off—on each of these forms.  Then come to the town office at the corner of Pump Street and Business Rte 1 to pay the applicable mooring fee payment.  We only accept checks or cash, no debit/credit cards.
