The meeting of the Planning Board was called to order at 7:00 PM by Chairperson Richard Burt.  A motion was made by Sharon White, seconded by Christopher Doherty and unanimously approved to accept the October 15, 2009 minutes with amendments.  
The Planning Board reviewed the Waltz Subdivision.  Representing the Waltz Subdivision are Arthur Waltz and Bonnie Waltz, owners of a lot that they wish to subdivide.  Chairperson Burt said the application was submitted after deadline but Newcastle Code Enforcement Officer Stan Waltz asked to put this item on the agenda due to upcoming winter season so possible construction on the property could begin.  

Arthur Waltz & Bonnie Waltz created a subdivision in 1983 in North Newcastle by dividing their 10 acre parcel of land into 3 unequal parcels, of which their home is located on one of the parcels.  The Waltz’s sold the other two parcels of land in 1983 under the “common plan of the subdivision.”  The Waltz’s now wish to divide their parcel of land and give a portion of such to one of their daughters to construct a home.  Robert Cluny of Augusta was the surveyor of the land in 1983.  Mr. Cluny placed the Waltz home and land in the subdivision.  Town Attorney Peter Drum and Code Enforcement Officer Stan Waltz both said the Waltz home and land did not need to be placed into the subdivision in 1983.  

Mr. Waltz said he has not notified, via certified mail, the other two subdivision owners that he wishes to subdivide his land, which is lot #1.  There is no conveyance on the land.  Mr. Drum advised the Waltz’s of three options:

1. They could modify the subdivision by removing their lot from the subdivision.    The two other subdivision owners must agree in writing, via certified mail, and the modification would need to be registered with the Register of Deeds in Wiscasset.  Mr. Drum said one of the owners can object and the Planning Board can choose to override such it they deem it as unreasonable.  The Planning Board would need to approve the modification.
2. They could modify the subdivision by dividing their lot.  The two other subdivision owners must agree in writing, via certified mail, and the modification would need to be registered with the Register of Deeds in Wiscasset.  Mr. Drum said one of the owners can object and the Planning Board can choose to override such it they deem it as unreasonable.  The Planning Board would need to approve the modification.

3. If they can locate a registered map that was not approved by the Planning Board in 1983 (has no Planning Board signature) then it is not an approved subdivision.  They do not need to come back to the Planning Board.
Mr. Drum said at this time the Planning Board or he, as the Town of Newcastle Attorney, cannot tell Arthur and Bonnie Waltz to go forward with construction. The Planning Board took no action on this matter.   
Chairperson Burt said the following items will be discussed at December meeting of the Planning Board when Alan Pooley is present:

Chairperson Burt said the following item will be discussed at January meeting of the Planning Board:
· Wind Generator Ordinance as written by Mr. Drum
Chairperson Burt announced the Board of Selectmen appointed Stephanie Stevenson to serve as a Planning Board Alternate but she declined.  Planning Board members agreed to withdraw their consideration of an alternate member at this time.
The Public Notification Policy, created by Mr. Drum as per request of the Planning Board, was discussed.  Mr. Drum will submit a revised copy to the Planning Board at the December meeting.
The next meeting of the Planning Board will be December 17, 2009.  A motion was made by David Bailey, seconded by Christopher Doherty and unanimously approved to adjourn the meeting at 8:55 PM.
